Publication of the results

The selection for admission with a scholarship will be concluded at the end of February 2012. 

On February 28th 2012, EM3E consortium will submit to the European Commission the main-list and reserve list of pre-selected students.

· First notification to non-selected and pre-selected students: first week of March 2012 by e-mail. 

· Final notification to students on the main and reserve lists: May-June 2012 by e-mail.

The selection for admission without a scholarship will be concluded at the end of March 2012. Candidates will be notified in May-June 2012 about the final decision.
Admission 
Academic admission for EM3E course and selection for an Erasmus Mundus EM3E scholarship are two different steps:

· Academic admission refers to the right to follow the course, after a review of the academic background and professional project of the candidate. Around 30 candidates may be admitted.

· Selection for an Erasmus Mundus EM3E scholarship not only needs that the admission above is confirmed, but also that a number of criteria specific to the Erasmus Mundus scholarship system are observed. 
The minimum admission criteria are the same for all students irrespective of their country of origin or of the training track they candidate to.

· Hold a Bologna 1st cycle degree or a bachelor degree in Chemistry, Physics, Materials Engineering, Chemical Engineering, Bio-chemical Engineering, or equivalent degrees in one of the previous domains, from a College, University or Technical School with a recognised standing or alternatively, a recognised professional experience in these areas. Students in the final year of a degree may be admitted as long as they present the certificate and official transcripts before they enrol.
· Excellent academic background with marks identifying the candidate among the 20% best students of his former studies. 
· Selection criteria include also professional experience, language skills, motivation and letters of recommendation.

· Proof of good English competencies (all courses are conducted in English).
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
